Chapter 21 - STANDARDS FOR OANERS AND OPERATORS OF HAZARDOUS WASTE TREATMENT,
STORAGE, AND DI SPOSAL FACI LI TI ES

001 Applicability. The standards in this Chapter apply to owners and operators
of all facilities which treat, store, or dispose of hazardous wastes, except as
specifically provided otherwise in this Chapter or Chapters 2, 3 and 25.

001.01 This Chapter applies to the owner or operator of a POTW which
treats, stores or disposes of hazardous waste only to the extent they are
included in a hazardous waste permt-by-rule granted under Chapters 12

t hrough 15.

001.02 The requirenments of this Chapter do not apply to:

001. 02A The owner or operator of a facility permtted, |icensed or
regi stered by DEQ to manage nunicipal or industrial solid waste, if
the only hazardous waste the facility treats, stores or disposes is
excl uded fromregul ati on under Chapter 8;

001.02B The owner or operator of a facility managi ng recycl able
material s described in Chapter 7, 002 and 003 (except to the extent
that the requirenments of this Chapter are referred to in Chapter 7,
007 through 011;

001. 02C A generator accumul ating waste on-site in conpliance with
Chapter 9, 006 and 009 or Chapter 10, 004 and 005;

001.02D A farner disposing of waste pesticides fromthe farnmer's own
use in conpliance with Chapter 10, 007;

001. 02E The owner or operator of a totally enclosed treatnent
facility, as defined in Chapter 1;

001. 02F The owner or operator of an elenmentary neutralization unit or
a wastewater treatnment unit as defined in Chapter 1; provided that if
the owner or operator is diluting hazardous ignitable (D0O01l) wastes
(other than the D001 H gh TOC Subcat egory defined in Chapter 20 or
reactive (D0O03) waste, to renove the characteristic before | and

di sposal, the owner/operator nust conply with the requirements set out
in 40 CFR 264.17(b), as incorporated by reference in Section 002 of
this Chapter.

001. 002G A person engaged in treatnment or contai nnent activities
during i mmedi ate response to: a discharge of hazardous waste; an

i mm nent and substantial threat of a discharge of hazardous waste; or
a di scharge of a material which, when discharged, beconmes a hazardous
wast e, except:

001.02G1 A person who continues or initiates hazardous waste
treatnent or containnment activities after the i mredi ate response
is over is subject to all applicable requirements of this

Chapt er;
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001.02& An owner or operator of a facility otherw se regul ated
by this Chapter nust conply with all applicable requirenents in
Sections 003 and 004 of this Chapter.

001.02H A transporter storing nanifested shipnments of hazardous waste
in containers neeting the requirenments of Chapter 10, 003.01A at a
transfer facility for a period of 10 days or |ess.

001. 021 The conbi ning of absorbent naterial and waste in a container
provi ded that these actions occur at the tine waste is first placed in
the contai ner and Chapter 16 and Chapter 9, 006.03 or Chapter 10,
004.01A1 are conplied wth.

001.03 The requirenments of this Chapter apply to owners or operators of
all facilities which treat, store or dispose hazardous waste referred to in
Chapt er 20.

001.04 The requirenments of Sections 002, 003, and 004 of this Chapter and
40 CFR 264.101 do not apply to renedi ati on waste nmanagenent sites.
(However, sone renediation waste nanagenent sites may be a part of a
facility that is subject to a traditional RCRA pernmt because the facility
is also treating, storing or disposing of hazardous wastes that are not
remedi ation wastes. In these cases, Sections 002, 003, and 004 of this
Chapter, and 40 CFR 264.101 do apply to the facility subject to the
traditional RCRA permit.) Instead of the requirenents of Sections 002,
003, and 004 of this Chapter, owners or operators of remediation waste
managenent sites nust:

001. 04A Obtain an EPA identification nunber by applying to the
Director using EPA Form 8700-12;

001.04B Obtain a detailed chem cal and physical analysis of a
representative sanpl e of the hazardous renedi ati on wastes to be
managed at the site. At a mininmum the analysis nust contain all of
the information which nmust be known to treat, store or dispose of the
wast e according to this Chapter and Chapter 20, and nust be kept
accurate and up to date;

001.04C Prevent people who are unaware of the danger from entering,
and mnimze the possibility for unauthorized people or livestock to
enter onto the active portion of the renediation waste nanagenent
sLte, unl ess the owner or operator can denonstrate to the Director

t hat;

001.04C1 Physical contact with the waste, structures, or

equi pmrent within the active portion of the renediati on waste
managenent site will not injure people or livestock who nmay enter
the active portion of the renediati on waste managenent site; and

001.04C2 Disturbance of the waste or equi pment by people or
livestock who enter onto the active portion of the renediation
wast e managenent site, will not cause a violation of the

requi rements of this Chapter;

001. 04D Inspect the renedi ati on waste managenent site for

mal functions, deterioration, operator errors, and di scharges that nmay
be causing , or may lead to, a rel ease of hazardous waste constituents
to the environment, or a threat to human health. The owner or
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operator nust conduct these inspections often enough to identify
problens in time to correct them before they harm human health or the
envi ronment, and nust renedy the problembefore it |eads to a hunan
heal th or environnmental hazard. Were a hazard is immnent or has

al ready occurred, the owner/operator mnust take remnedial action

i medi at el y;

001. 04E Provide personnel with classroomor on-the-job training on
how to performtheir duties in a way that ensures the renedi ation
wast e managenent site conplies with the requirenments of this Chapter
and on how to respond effectively to energencies;

001. 04F Take precautions to prevent accidental ignition or reaction
of ignitable or reactive waste, and prevent threats to hunan health
and the environnent fromignitable, reactive and inconpatibl e waste;

001.04G For renedi ati on waste managenent sites subject to regul ation
under Sections 009 through 015 and Section 018 of this Chapter, the
owner/ operator nust design , construct, operate, and maintain a unit
within a 100-year floodplain to prevent washout of any hazardous waste
by a 100-year flood, unless the owner/operator can neet the
denonstration of 40 CFR 264. 18(b);

001.04H Not place any non-containerized or bulk |iquid hazardous
waste in any salt done formation, salt bed formation, underground m ne
or cave;

001.041 Develop and maintain a construction quality assurance program
for all surface inmpoundnents, waste piles and landfill units that are
required to conply with 40 CFR 264.221(c) and (d), 264.251(c) and (d),
and 264.301(c) and (d) at the renedi ati on waste nanagenent site,
according to the requirenents of 40 CFR 264. 19;

001.04) Develop and rnaintain procedures to prevent accidents and a
contingency and energency plan to control accidents that occur. These
procedures nust address proper design, construction, naintenance, and
operation of renediati on waste nanagenent units at the site. The goa
of the plan nmust be to mininize the possibility of, and the hazards
froma fire, explosion, or any unplanned sudden or non-sudden rel ease
of hazardous waste or hazardous waste constituents to air, soil, or
surface water that could threaten human health or the environnent.
The plan nust explain specifically howto treat, store and di spose of
t he hazardous renedi ati on waste in question, and nmust be inpl enented
i medi at el y whenever a fire, explosion, or release of hazardous waste
constituents which could threaten hunman health or the environnment;

001. 04K Designate at |east one enpl oyee, either on the facility

prem ses or on call (that is, available to respond to an emergency by
reaching the facility quickly), to coordinate all emergency response
measures. This enmergency coordi nator nust be thoroughly famliar with
all aspects of the facility' s contingency plan, all operations and
activities at the facility, the |l ocation and characteristics of waste
handl ed, the location of all records within the facility, and the
facility layout. 1In addition, this person nust have the authority to
conmt the resources needed to carry out the contingency plan;

001. 04L Develop, maintain and inplenent a plan to nmeet the

requirenments in Sections 001.04B t hrough 001. 04F and 001. 04l through

001.04J of this Chapter; and
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001. 04M WMaintain records docunmenting conpliance with Section 001. 04
of this Chapter.

001.05 A facility owner or operator who has fully conplied with the
requirements for interimstatus, as defined in Chapter 12, 003 nust conply
with the regulations in Chapter 22 in lieu of this Chapter, until final

adm ni strative disposition of the owner or operator's pernmit application is
nmade except as provi ded under Section 016 of this Chapter.

001.06 Annual fees. See Chapter 24.

002 The conditions and requirements of 40 CFR 264.10 and 264.12 through 264. 19
of Part 264, Subpart B, pertaining to general facility standards, are hereby
adopted and incorporated herein by reference. The owner or operator nust al so
comply with Chapter 4, 003.

004 The conditions and requirenents of 40 CFR Part 264, Subpart D, 264.50
t hrough 264.56, pertaining to contingency plans and energency procedures, are
hereby adopted and incorporated herein by reference.

006 The conditions and requirements of 40 CFR 264.90 t hrough 264.101, of Part
264, Subpart F, pertaining to releases fromsolid waste managenent units, are
her eby adopted and i ncorporated herein by reference. An owner or operator
subject to the requirements of Subpart F nust also conply with the additional
requi renments of Section 006.01.

006.01 G oundwater nonitoring wells nust be designed in accordance with
the standards in "ASTM Standard Practice for Design and Installation of
Ground Water Monitoring Wlls in Aquifers," ASTM Standard D 5092-90, which
is referenced in Chapter 1 and EPA 600/ 4-89/034 Handbook of Suggested
Practices for the Design and Installation of Goundwater Mnitoring Wlls.
Any groundwater nonitoring well to be placed in a stratigraphic unit
conposed of |oessal sediment nust be designed and sanpled in a manner
?pprOVﬁd bylfhe Departrent intended to minimze turbidity in sanples taken
romthe well.
